Audrey Kenney updated everyone on the on-going communications with Motorola. They offer three options:

1. Service through 2015

2. A trade-in program (not reasonable)

3. A spare group of 100 radios (no mention of cost).

The Motorola Rep has offered to attend an association meeting to answer questions.

State Farm Insurance provides four “arson dogs” (Allentown, Altoona, Beaver Falls, Upper Chichester Twp.) to fire departments in Pennsylvania. They will add a 5th in 2018. Since 1993, the State Farm Arson Dog Program has put more than 380 dogs and their partners to work in 45 states, the District of Columbia and three Canadian provinces.
The Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission provides a free 4-hour “Highway Safety Training” program. “Penntime” on facebook.
Only 69% of PA fire departments report their response statistics to the State Fire Commissioner.
December 9th 2018 will be Fire Safety Initiative Day in Pennsylvania. More details next year.

Residential Fire Insurance premiums (State Farm) are reduced by 10% on average if the home has a residential sprinkler system.

Our Lady of Angels School fire anniversary (Monday, Dec 1, 1958) in Chicago where 92 kids and 4 nuns lost their lives is a day where the heroics of Chicago FF's were well documented. This fire changed the building codes regarding schools.
Station 63, Haycock, has ordered a Ferrara custom chassis with raised cab, 1500gpm pump, 3000 gallon pumper tanker, side and rear dumps, 3000 gallon folda tank bracket, 2 crosslays, deck gun, rollup doors, 3 hard sleeves.
Station 23, Dublin, has order a KME rescue pumper.

The Firemen’s Relief Associations in PA received $60,603,635 in 2017. This is a 7.63% decline from 2016. They have received a total of $1.706 billion since the program began in 1984.
