If you're looking for a lesson on obtaining homebuilder support for fire sprinklers, look to Camas, Washington.

Failing to secure an ordinance in 2003 to fire sprinkler the town's new homes, fire officials there developed another tactic: offer financial incentives to builders. The city began waiving fire impact fees on new homes equipped with fire sprinklers. The fee in Camas is 20 cents per square foot, or $700 for a 3,500-square-foot house, an amount that lessened the extra cost to builders of adding sprinklers.

Moreover, when builders asked for waivers to the fire code, city officials pitched home fire sprinklers. Narrower roads and an increased number of lots were some of the outcomes of the compromise.

An insurance company filed a lawsuit to block their payout for a 2014 fire that gutted a fire station.

The paperwork filed by Arch Insurance Co. claims that Goldens Bridge firefighters were “reckless, negligent and careless manner," according to the New York Post.

Investigators determined that firefighters had been working on a Chevy Suburban before parking it in the fire station.

“Had defendant executed due and proper care in the use, maintenance, operation and control of its vehicles, equipment and the fire station bays, the accident complained of would not have occurred,” the paperwork filed in a Manhattan court alleges.

The suit says that a fire door was propped open, which allowed the fire to spread to the second floor of the station.

The Feb. 24 gutted the two-story fire station and damages were estimated at $9 million.

"My understanding is that they are trying to recover the money they already paid out through a subrogation claim,” Goldens Bridge Fire Chief Ed Brancati told the newspaper.
